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The kind of person God will use to help others walk and work with Him:
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1.

God uses people who TAKE TIME TO REALLY GET TO KNOW GOD and what He is
doing (H¥RKid 3: 1-10)
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2. God uses people who MAKE THEMSELVES AVAILABLE TO BE USED OF GOD even

when they may be reluctant because of perceived inadequacies or uncertainties
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Note: God is more interested in your AVILABILITY than in your CAPABILITY
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A. Moses thought he was inadequate for the task God sent him to do, due to the
uncertainties that surrounded the task. ({ 3: 11, 13; 4: 1, 10, 13)
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B. The opposition (Pharaoh) thought Moses was inadequate for the task God sent him to
dO (LlLI:lI 7: 27 13'14’ 22; 8: 97 32; 9: 77 127 34'35)
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C. Those Moses Came to Deliver thought he was inadequate for the task God sent him to

do. (iff5: 21; 6: 9) JRLEEEPUPTAF A NI BEVEATE 5.

D. God alone is more than capable! But God chooses to use Available Men who will tell
those in bondage what God can and will do for them. ( i 6: 1-8)
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God uses people who are WILLING TO TELL OTHERS what God said He would do and
what He wants them to do. (i} 4: 22-23; 5: 1; 7: 6-7, 17: 8: 1, 20)
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
