(Romans 6:1-2, 1 John 3:6)

“Therefore by their fruits you will know them.” Matthew 7:20

*Anyone who continues in sin, thinking that God’s grace will cover it,
only reveals that he has not known God’s grace at all.

Grace Does Not Mean We Take Sin Less Seriously, but
(John 14:15, 16, 1 Peter 1:15)

“There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus,
who do not walk according to the flesh, but according to the Spirit.”
Romans 8:1

*A casual attitude about sin reveals a casual attitude towards Jesus.

Grace is Both a Call to and a Call to
(Romans 8:38-39)

“For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works ...”
Ephesians 2:10

*Holiness is a sign we have experienced God’s grace.

In grace, Christ has called us to a life of obedience and true repentance.
Anything else is cheap grace, not real grace.
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
